20th October for the rights and liberties of migrants
At the core of the 20th October demonstration are the opposition to precariousness in labour and life and the claim of new social rights and of rights of citizenship.

That’s why we will be there. As migrant women and men, as representatives of various anti-racist organizations and movements, we feel the need and the urgency of a change. Very much so in such a  moment when the political debate and the public speech on migration seem to dramatically move back again; when in the name of “security” new scapegoats are built, poverty and social uneasiness are criminalized, intolerance, xenophobia and racisms are fed. 

We will be there because this country could not live without the work contribution of migrant women and men; notwithstanding, we don’t enjoy the same rights as the Italian workers, and our whole existence is made precarious by the blackmail of the permit of stay. 

We will be there because the right to rent a house at fair prices, the strengthening of welfare, of the right to health and education are urgent needs both for us and for the entire Italian society.

We will be there because people are still dying in the Sicily channel and in the Mediterranean, and we cannot wait any longer to build chances of legal entry into our country. 

We will be there because the Bossi-Fini law is still valid, and we demand the promises of the Unione program to be kept: we want the Bossi-Fini law to be repealed and replaced by fair and civil laws. We want the times to be quick, because time matters a lot more for those who leave with their rights denied, or with no rights at all. 

We will take to street on 20th October to demand:

· The repeal of the Bossi-Fini law, the quick discussion and approval of the government draft law and its improvement;

· A deed of indemnity to accompany the approval of the new law and the introduction of effective mechanisms of permanent regularization;

· The fast approval of new laws advantaging the acquirement of citizenship;

· The right to local vote;

·  The break of the agreement with the post service (72 euros for each file concerning the permits of stay) and the local bodies to become responsible for the renewals of such permits;

· The closedown of all centres of temporary stay;

· The quick definition of a legislation guaranteeing the right to exile;

· A national inclusive plan for gipsy and sinti people (?). 

We will take to street because we do not accept the civil and political regression, because we want to build a future of rights, social justice, cohabitation.
